1. Summary of dissemination activities
The objectives planned in workpackage N. 15, related to the dissemination activity were successfully completed: 

· Two dissemination congresses organised by IFISE partners took place in the month of may 2002, in order to present the results of the project to decision makers in Italy and Europe. 

· The IFISE Internet site (http://ifise.unipv.it) is active since the very beginning of the project and has been constantly up-dated.

· Various professional papers are being prepared. One of them has already been accepted and is forthcoming on the journal “economics of innovation” (see also deliverable no. 17)

· Various articles on local and national press appeared to advertise the project and the planned workshops. See annex 14.

In addition to the planned activities the following dissemination took place:

· Mr. Modena of the University of Pavia has carried out several meetings with Italian policy makers to show them results of the project. Among them. Alessandro Carlizzi of the Ministry of Productive Activities, Lina D’Amato of Sviluppo Italia, Alessandro Chiappalone of Confindustria, Renzo Turatto of Regione Calabria.

· Prof. Murray of London Business School has used the project results on the Israeli schemes in a review of VC policy for the Finnish Government.

· Dr. Sadovski of the University of Haifa has lectured on his results in a workshop on entrepreneurship held in Tel-Aviv University on July 17th 2002.

2. The Amsterdam workshop, 17th May 2002

The first IFISE dissemination worksop, ‘How to create seed and venture capital sources in your region: An Israeli recipe’, took place in Amsterdam the 17th of May 2002 and was organised by  Prof. Peter Nijkamp of the Free University of Amsterdam. 

The workshop was successful as all IFISE results were presented, each by the relevant, partner to an audience of around 40 people from around Europe.

3. The Pavia workshop, 27th May 2002

The second congress, ‘La creazione di efficienti fonti di seed e venture capital: Un piano per l’Italia’, took place in Pavia the 27th of May 2002 and was organised by the University Enterprise Liason Office at the University of Pavia. 

The workshop was very successful as more than 80 people participated including prominent Italian policy makers such as the director of the Italian Nuovo Mercato, (the Italian technology stock market), representants of Sviluppo Italia (the Italian agency for development), representants of the incubators of Milan, the Technical school of Turin, Assobiotech (the ssociation for biotechnology) and others.

4. Internet site

During the kickoff meeting in October 2000 it was decided to build an Internet site already at the early stage of the project in order to draw the attention of whom had any interest in the subject and to facilitate the transmission of documents among the IFISE partners through a page dedicated only to partners.

The site is available online (http://ifise.it ) and all results of the IFISE project are now downloadable from the wide public. The site was visited more than 1400 times hitherto.

5. Papers in professional journals
